Spelling Choice Board
You may choose any three activities each week for practicing your spelling words.  Each activity should be done on a separate sheet of paper (with your name) each night and stapled together.  Remember to make sure you spell the words correctly as this is practice for Friday’s test! Your work will be turned in Friday of a spelling week.
SAVE THIS SHEET FOR THE ENTIRE YEAR!!!!

	Fold your paper into three columns.  In the left column, write all the spelling words; in the center, write a synonym; in the third column, write an antonym.
	Write each spelling word three times each.  After, write the definition of any word you do not know (use a dictionary or dictionary.com, but use your own words).
	Individually or with a partner, create a game to remember and practice the spelling of each word.  Write instructions so that other classmates can play it.

	Fold your paper to create 8 boxes.  Write an 8-sentence story, one sentence with one spelling word per square.  Underline the spelling word.  Add a picture to each story square, if you want.
	Write your words in ABC Order.
	Try to create as many words as you can with the letters in each spelling word.  Give yourself one minute with each word.  For example: height
hi, hit, it, get

	Using different colored pens, markers, or pencils, write each spelling word as a complete word, but write each syllable in the word with a different color.  For example: mythical (“myth” in red, “I” in blue, and “cal” in green)


	Create as many groups for your spelling words, based on patterns or relationships you can find in the words.
	Fold your paper in half (hot dog) and write all the spelling words in the column on the left.  In the right hand column, write the part of speech (noun, verb, adjective, etc.) for each word.

	Write each spelling word in a sentence.  You may use multiple words in a single sentence if you can make it work! (make sure the sentence makes sense!)
	Create a word search or crossword puzzle using the spelling words.
	Fold your paper into three columns.  In the left column, write all the spelling words; in the center, draw a picture or symbol to represent the spelling of the word; in the third column, use it in a sentence.
