*  The relationship between the distance on a map and 
the actual  or real distance on earth
(Example: 1 inch on map  = 1 mile on land)

*  A map within a map     (may show the same area in 
greater detail  OR  show the area compared to its larger, surrounding area)

*  Information about people or events 








recorded at the time

(Examples = Photographs, letters, 

    documents, pottery, coins, etc.)

Secondary  Sources:





*  Information about people or events 








recorded long  after  the 









original time of the people or 









events









           (Examples = Biography, textbook, etc.)
